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Training of Trainers in Education through Sport

· Mentoring – the facilitators will be a mentor for a certain number of people, helping them with their learning

· Training manual “Education through Sport”

Training 1 (March 2011): focused on teambuilding, non-formal education, education through sport, project management, essentials of trainings, group dynamics, roles as a trainer, practice a small training session, setting the objectives for the individual practice back home and start working on the design of the activity.

Training 2 (August 2011): training methods, designing the learning process, debriefing, evaluation. Preparation of 6 different training designs, for different topics (social inclusion, leadership, etc). facilitation by the participants on these designs. 

Evaluation seminar 3 (August  2012): sharing of experiences from the trainings facilitated, evaluation, finalizing the draft of the manual “Education through Sport”.

The e-learning platform will be the starting point, and will continue for the entire duration of the course, serving also as a communication tool for the trainers and participants.
